Pacific Seacraft 40 Features and Standard Equipment 
 
Construction 
o Hand laminated with vinylester resins in hull for superior blister resistance (10 year osmosis warranty) 
o Hull reinforced with structural E-glass for added stiffness and impact resistance 
o Standard hull molded in Premium ISO-NPG gel coats, standard color is Oyster White. 
o Contrasting boot & sheer stripes; teak rubbing strake. 
o Hull & deck connection flanges bedded in polyurethane adhesive & fastened with stainless thru-bolts 
o Deck has molded in contrasting non-skid pattern; molded in bulwarks for added safety 
o Stainless steel chain plates & backing plates are double caulked & thru-bolted to hull sides 
o Rudder supported by high strength manganese bronze gudgeon.  Steel reinforced skeg 
o Ballast – External one-piece lead casting with 1 inch stainless steel keel bolts. 
o Keel to hull joint bedded in epoxy 
o Interior – structural interior module bonded into hull with structural biaxial E-glass.  Primary bulkheads 

bonded into hull & deck with biaxial tabbing and PLEXUS™ adhesive as appropriate
